•		Your PC couldn’t get the EDID from your display when you are using 

video splitters.
•		Your PC couldn’t get the EDID from your display when you are using 

video switchers
•		Your PC couldn’t get the EDID from your display when you are using 

video matrix.

Emulating the Monitor

1.	 Connect the source to the male port of the EDID Emulator and the 
display to the female port of the EDID Emulator.

2.	 Disconnect the EDID Emulator from the display. The LED starts flashing.
3.	 Reconnect the display while the LED is flashing.
4.	 Wait, until the LED lights up blue constantly - This indicates that the 

display EDID is now stored.

Reset the EDID Emulator

1.	 Connect the source to the male port of the EDID Emulator and the 
display to the female port of the EDID Emulator.

2.	 Disconnect the EDID Emulator from the display. The LED starts flashing.
3.	 Wait about 10 seconds until the LED stops flashing and turns off 

completely.
4.	 The EDID emulator is now reset to factory defaults.
